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Call for Presentations: Vaccine-Bio Talks

1. Aim

Vaccine-Bio Talks (VBT) is calling for research presentations from students and
early-career professionals working in the fields of vaccines and biotechnology. We welcome
submissions from a wide range of biotechnology-related topics, regardless of specific field or

stage of your research.

2. Eligibility
Applicants must meet one of the following criteria:
e Undergraduate or graduate students
e Early-career professionals within 10 years after graduation (or within 10 years after
completion of a master’s degree)
(including those working in private companies, government agencies, or public
research institutions)
Note:
All presenters are required to become members of the Japanese Society for Animal Vaccine
and Biomedical Research by the day of the event. (The membership fee is free for the first
year; the annual fee will be JPY 1,000 (students) or JPY 1,500 (working adults) from the

second year.)

3. Number of Presentations
e Approximately 10 presentations are planned.
e If the number of submissions exceeds capacity, applications will be accepted on a

first-come, first-served basis, and the call may close early.

4, Presentation Format
e Oral presentation
e Time: 12 minutes per presentation (7-9 minutes for presentation + discussion)

e Language: Japanese or English

5. Presentation Topics
e Research related to vaccines and biotechnology

e Both basic and applied research are acceptable

e Preliminary or ongoing research is welcome



Annual Meeting of the Japanese Society of Veterinary Science are also acceptable
